REASON FOR THE CHANGES AND EXPECTED BEHAVIOR:

A requirement of the EHR Incentive Program requires patient active medication list be documented for 80% of all unique patient.  This requirement addresses Stage 1, Core 15 Objectives which all facilities must meet to qualify.    This item can be enforced for your site at both Triage and by the Provider.  
WORKFLOW ELEMENTS:

1. Active medications are entered exclusively from the Active Medication Worksheet.  This worksheet is accessible from:
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2. Active Medications are now display on the Medication and Immunization History and Summary Worksheet (see below).  This worksheet reflects a complete summary of the patient’s Active Medications.  

Additionally, Start Date (if known), Review and Modifications and Discontinued are shown on this Worksheet. 
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3. To Add a Medication, select Add a New Medication [image: image6.png]ADD A NEW MEDICATION
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5. Complete the Edit Current Medications worksheet
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7. After the all medications have been entered, and you will be returned to the Medication and Immunization History and Summary Worksheet.  
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9. To update a patient’s existing medication history (for returning patients) all mediations that are imported will be shown.  This information should be reviewed with the patient.  

If a patient is no longer taking a medication, it should be document as discontinued on this screen.
